A fun horse racing theme drew interest and a big crowd, with the barn packed. Repeat buyers and many new customers joined us at the farm and online. Fall and Spring Yearling Bulls accounted for 34 lots that averaged $4683. A nice offering of 24 female lots garnered active bidding averaging $2978. 

   
Richard and Ann Knewtson of Knewtson Land & Cattle, Iola, Ks.., purchased the High Selling Bull, a January yearling, Briarwood Volunteer 3010, for $8100. A son of DE-SU Volunteer B122 and out of Briarwood Rose 0158, this new herd sire sports a host of EPD wins in nearly every genetically profitable trait, with both Calving Ease and Carcass rising to the top. Already stout, sound and attractive, 3010 won lots of interest and bids. He is sure to positively influence the Knewtson herd for years to come. 


The Knewtsons also took home a nice two-year-old female Briarwood Princess 2068 by Briarwood Mr Cool 8094 and out of Briarwood Princess 4147, with her own set of calving ease and carcass potentiality.


The High Selling Female 3-in-1 package sold for $9000 to Samuel Anderson, Clinton, Mo. Briarwood Ruth 9026 had Weaning Wt. and Yearling Wt. Ratios of 105. Her November heifer calf at side by Briarwood Quantum 0041 promises a bright future for carcass improvement. The AI calf she carries will likewise set Mr. Anderson on a fast track to premiums with SydGen Exceed 3223 in the pedigree.
